Areas for Improvement:

e Enhance assessment strategies to ensure pupils fully understand their learning and
reduce misconceptions.
e Tailor writing tasks more closely to the abilities of all pupils, including those with SEND,
to support skill development.

Together, we will build on our strengths and continue to make
improvements that benefit every child in our care.
