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Read /Write Inc:

Children progress in phonic knowledge across the RWInc. Programme.
Children are assessed and split into groups throughout Early years and KS1. They have a daily phonics session.

They learn sounds in a systematic way. These sets of sounds can be found in the reading diary.
You will be invited to a phonics workshop in the Autumn Term.

Children will initially bring home blending books and then a reading book — ‘book bag books’.

Books that are bought home are matched to their ability. These are decodable, containing sounds and words they
can read. We want children to be successful.

Why do we re-read books?
1 — Accuracy: read the words correctly
2 — Fluency: familiar with the words to read quickly
3 — Comprehension: understand what is being read
