Paramedics, police and firefighters
use different equipment to help

people in different ways. 
Police travel by foot, motorbike, car,

and van to an emergency.
Firefighters travel in a fire

engine/paramedics travel in an
ambulance to an emergency.
Police officers wear different

uniforms in different countries. 
That we can call 999 if there is an

emergency.

Develop fast recognition of up to 3
objects, without having to count
them individually (‘subitising’). 
Say one number for each item in
order: 1,2,3,4,5. 
Show ‘finger numbers’ up to 5.

Home Learning: Continue to sing
counting songs together and
practise counting objects upto 5. 

We will continue with our mark making
and practise the first letter of our names

using different materials. 
We will also create missing posters for

teddy. 
Home learning: Draw the first letter of

your child’s name and ask them to
trace it with paint, glitter, or stickers.
Can they say what the first letter of

their name is? 

We will learn about the emergency services
and the jobs that they do. 
We will look at police uniforms from different
countries and see where these countries are
on the world map. 
We will draw and paint pictures of police
officers and firefighters. 
We will learn about who works in our school.
We will learn about the different vehicles
that the emergency services use.
