Nursery & Reception

This week Early Years have been reading a new
story 'Handa's surprise' and have been completing
exciting activities such as creating fruits using
different media, sequencing the story, counting
how many fruits we have altogether and creating
castles using shapes.

Year 1 & 2

This week, Year 1 have been writing explanation
texts on the life cycle of a butterfly. In maths, the
children have been tackling some rather tricky
maths problems about telling the time.

In Year 2, the children have been using
subordinate conjunctions and questions within their
story writing. In maths, Year 2 have been revising
their arithmetic skills and using blank number lines
to solve addition and subtraction questions.

In topic, both year groups have been conducting
experiments on the senses.
