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What has your child been learning about in class 

this week? 

 

Years 1 & 2  
This week in Key Stage 1, we were excited to start our 
new theme “The Enchanted Woodland”. We created 
some mischievous tree boggarts using clay and natural 
materials like sticks, leaves and flowers and went on a 
woodland walk around the school grounds to find 
different natural materials. We have also planted some 
seeds as part of our science investigation and are going 
to compare how they grow under different conditions. 
We have made some predictions about which seeds we 
think will grow the best.  
In writing, we have started learning about “defeating the 
monster” stories and have read and retold Hansel and 
Gretel.  
In maths, Elm class have been finding the difference 
between numbers, Apple class have been learning 
about place value in 2-digit numbers and Cherry class 
have been investigating right angles and vertices in 2D 
shapes.  

 
Years 3 & 4  
It has been great to see the children return to school 
with smiles on their faces and full of good spirits. 
We have enjoyed the weather this week as we kick 
started our new theme entitled Road Trip! where we 
learned all about the different states, their abbreviations 
and their local native tribes.The children loved racing all 
over the field to find answers to questions about all 
these things. 
It has also been nice to start our new narrative writing 
about an old Alabama tribe's mythical tale where we 
have retold the story using a flow chart. This has 
allowed the children to fully grasp the story from start to 
finish. 
Please remember the creative homework (sent out in 
the purple homework books) is to be returned by next 
Tuesday. This will form a display in school as usual after 
a period of quarantine. 

 

Years 5 & 6 
Welcome back everyone, we hope you all had a good 
Easter. We have started the new term with some 
artwork. Our theme is 'Darwin's Delights'. Like Darwin, 
we went out into our environment trying to discover 
things. We (unlike Darwin) took photos of things that 
interested us. We returned to the classroom and used a 
variety of drawing techniques to draw our discoveries 
from various angles and viewpoints. We are now looking 
forward to learning more about Charles Darwin and the 
discoveries he made. 

 
We have all started to read our new book 'Darwin's 
Dragons'. We have also written a book review of our 
previous book 'Holes'; making comparisons with other 
books we have read during the year. 
Some of us have completed a unit of work about 
databases using our computer room.
